
•	 Colour in the drawings and cut 
	 them out (including the glue tabs!).

• 	Colour or decorate the inside 
	 of the shoebox.

• 	Cut a viewing hole in the 
	 side of the box.

• 	Glue the drawings into the box 
	 using the (folded) glue tabs.

• 	Cut a large square out of the lid and glue transparent (coloured) paper 	
	 over it from the inside. That gives you plenty of light in your garden! 

• 	Put the lid on the box and you’re ready! 
	 Now you can show everyone your own sculpture garden!
